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Week in Review

HB 2440, relating to the priority of lottery fund distributions,
was held in the House Committee on Government Reform and
Government Finance Accountability for a second straight
hearing.

Consistent with AzTA’s discussion with the Rep. John
McComish, the legislation’s prime sponsor, an amendment
was prepared that would have increased the proposed cap on
LTAF 1l to $10 million, as opposed to the $5 million initially
proposed in the measure.

In addition to the concerns raised by AzTA, the legislation has
a host of significant fiscal concerns, stakeholder impacts and
political implications.
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HB 2292, relating to performance audits in the regional
transportation plan, was held in the House Committee on
Transportation.
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HB 2538, relating to compensation for business losses during
public construction, failed in the House Committee on
Transportation with a 4-5 vote.
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SB 1332, relating to the membership of the State
Transportation Board, failed in the Senate Committee on
Transportation with a 2-3 vote.
