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Week in Review

SB 1107, regarding ADOT, acceptance of federal monies, and
expenditures passed out of the Senate with a 29-0 vote.

SB 1108, regarding vehicle load restrictions, violations, and
assessments was held in the Senate Committee on Natural
Resources and Transportation.

SB 1059, regarding trespassing, and critical public service
facilities, passed in Senate Committee of the Whole.

No Agreement on Regional Transportation Legislation

HB 2292, relating to the regional planning and transportation,
was heard as a “discussion only item” in the House Committee
on Transportation.

Prior the committee hearing, an agreement had been reached
between MAG staff and representatives of the business
community. While local governments and business leaders
had agreed to the amendment, the provisions were not
discussed with county officials, which opposed the agreement.
As a result, no stakeholder consensus exists on the legislation
at this time. Accordingly, Transportation Chairman,
Representative Gary Pierce of Mesa, stated that discussions

will continue and the bill will receive a committee vote on
February 17".

HB 2292, relating to county transportation planning, is
scheduled to be heard in the House Committee on Natural
Resources and Transportation on Monday, February 17, at
1:30 p.m.

SB 1108, relating to vehicle load restrictions and violations, is
scheduled to be heard in the Senate Committee on Natural
Resources and Transportation on Tuesday, February 18, at
1:30 p.m.
