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Senate Passes Budget, Awaiting Budgetary Confrontation
with House Republicans

The Senate passed a $7.3 billion budget this week, which
includes a number of policy issues pursued by the Napolitano
Administration. In particular, the Senate budget included
increased funding for all-day kindergarten, universities and
social services.

Despite the passage of the budget by the Senate, it is well
recognized that the budget debate has only just begun as the
bills are transferred to the House of Representatives.

The Senate's budget is not expected to be initially endorsed by
the more conservative House of Representatives, as
leadership has asserted that the Senate budget spends
approximately $120 million more than available revenue. To
date, no consensus has been reached on legislative priorities
for the House.

As expected, the proposed budget does not include any
funding for public transportation related programs.
