Preview for the 2005 Legislative Session 
 
Despite the uncertainty of which legislative district maps will be 
used for the upcoming 2004 election cycle, the combination of 
term limits, retirements and political aspirations will cause a 
number of significant changes in the Arizona Legislature.   
 
The House, in particular, will undoubtedly experience a 
significant change in leadership, as the Speaker and Majority 
Whip offices will be vacated, due to term limits and a 
congressional campaign, respectively.  In the Senate, 
challenges to incumbent members are a likely scenario, as 

freshman members feel the increased political pressure to 
move quickly up the legislative ladder.
